Certificate of Occupancy is issued by 

the Building Department                    

(if applicable). 

Plans and permit application are 

submitted to Building Department. 

Plans are reviewed by Zoning 

Administrator. 

Permit(s) issued.  

Applicant posts permit on site. 

Applicant calls for inspection(s). 

Inspections are performed  

within 24-48 hrs of request. 

If plans are incomplete or do not 

meet regulations, applicant is 

contacted regarding deficiencies. 

If inspection fails, applicant is 

contacted regarding deficiencies. 

Plans are revised and resubmitted 

or Plans go to Plan Commission 

or Board of Zoning Appeals  

(if required). 

Applicant makes improvements. 

Applicant completes work for rough or 

final inspection(s) 

Applicant passes inspection(s).
